Research Essay Topic Guiding Questions
Qualities:

· Write a biography of 2-3 people who were important to the movement.

· Where does he/she come from-what important events formed her/him?

· How/why did she/he become involved in the movement? What provoked them to participate?

· How did he/she contribute to the movement? What did she/he do?

· What character traits made each of them a good leader / contributor?
· What struggles did this person have?
· What character traits helped them succeed against difficult odds and overcome struggles?
Strategies: 
Pick 3 strategies used by the movement. For each strategy:

· Describe the strategy in detail (3x detail of intro article)
· Analyze the strategy:
· Why did they pick this strategy/what wad the purpose/goals given their context?
· What are benefits, risks and drawbacks of this strategy?
· Evaluate the strategy:
· What were the effects/outcomes of using this strategy?
· Should they have used this strategy more, less, or differently?
History: 
· What was the historical context for the movement?  
· What events & conditions provoked the movement? 
· What injustices existed?
· Why did it arise at that particular time and place? 
· How did it arise, organize and mobilize?
· Who inspired the movement?  
· Historical figures? 
· Leaders who helped the movement form?
Challenge Option: Effects:
· In what ways did the movement succeed—what progress was achieved? 

(Consider improved health, education, jobs, rights, politics, etc.)
· In what ways did the movement fail-what stayed the same or worsened/what goals were not achieved?

· How were peoples’ lives changed—consider all people/groups in society?
· What lessons can be learned from this movement?

· Who has this movement inspired? Why? How?
